5. You will need a valid meningitis immunisation certificate (ACWY). 
6. Once any payment is made, cancellations cannot be accepted due to the shortness of time, so please,
please be certain at the time of signing this form and sending payment.
7. Full payment must be received by 3rd April to avoid losing your booking and deposit.
