Point 1

The categories of tawheed are three:

1. Tawheed-ur-Ruboobiyyah

Which is to single out Allaah with Creation, Dominion and Disposing the Affairs.

2. Tawheed-ul-’Ibaadah

Which is to single out Allaah with all worship.

3. Tawheed-ul-Asmaa was-Sifaat

Which is to single out Allaah with His Names and His Attributes without tahreef (distortion), ta’teel (denying), takyeef (delving into the specific nature of Allaah’s Attributes) nor tamtheel (likening Allaah to the creation).

Tawheed is not established without two matters:

1. An-Nafee – Negation

2. Al-Ithbaat – Affirmation

Point 2

The Qadaa (Decree) of Allaah is in two categories:

1. Kawnee (Creational) – Such things must occur; from them are those things which Allaah loves and other things which Allaah does not love.

2. Shar’ee (Legislative) –  These must be things which Allaah loves, and they may or may not actually occur.

Question: 
How could Allaah decree that which He did not love?
Answer: 

Those things which are loved are of two categories:

1. Things which are loved in an indirect sense.

This would be something which is disliked in and of itself; however it is loved because of some benefit or wisdom behind it. So this would be loved by Allaah in one sense, and hated in another sense. This is possible, just as with someone who is ill taking medicine which may have side-effects. So this would be desired in one sense, but disliked in another.
2. Things which are loved in a direct sense – and there is no difficulty in understanding these.
