Chapter 33 Box 1/4
And the statement of Allaah, the Most High:

And rely upon Allaah, if you are believers.

1) What is the relevance of this chapter to Kitaab ut Tawheed?

In it, the author explains that tawakkul (reliance upon Allaah) is a religious obligation and that it is obligatory to make it purely and sincerely for Allaah alone because it is from the most excellent acts of worship and the highest levels of tawheed.
With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:
2) upon Allaah – meaning: not upon other than Him.
3) rely – depend upon Him and entrust your affairs to Him.
With regards to the general meaning of this aayah:
4) What did Moosaa order his people to do here?
Moosaa ‘alaiyhissalaam ordered his people to enter the Holy Land which Allaah had written for them, and to not turn back on their heels, fearing the people of strength in it. 

Rather Moosaa’s people were to go forward, not being awed by them (the people of strength) nor fearing them – relying on Allaah in their attempts to defeat them, believing in the truth of His promise to them, if they were truly believers.
With regards to benefits of the aayah, fill in the missing words:

This aayah shows:

5) The obligation to have tawakkul (reliance) upon Allaah the Perfect alone; and that directing tawakkul to other than Allaah is shirk – because it (tawakkul) is an act of worship.

6) That tawakkul upon Allaah is a condition for the correctness of a person’s eemaan and if it is absent  then the person’s eemaan is absent.

Chapter 33 Box 2/4
And His statement:

The believers are only those who, when Allaah is mentioned, their hearts feel fear.

The completion of the aayah:

And when His aayaat are recited to them, it increases them in eemaan ; and they make tawakkul upon their Lord.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:
1) their hearts feel fear – fear of Allaah
2) upon their Lord – and not upon other than Him
3) make tawakkul  - they entrust their affairs to Him, not fearing or having hope in other than Him
With regards to the general meaning of this aayah:
4) Allaah describes the true believers here with three characteristics. With regards to these three:

a) What happens to the believers when Allaah is mentioned?

They fear Allaah when He is mentioned so they act upon His commands and leave off that which He has forbidden.
b) What happens to them when they hear the Qur’aan being recited?

It increases them in eemaan.
c) Upon whom do they depend?

They entrust their affairs to Him and depend upon Him alone.
5) What is the relevance of this aayah to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

It proves that tawakkul upon Allaah alone is one of the characteristics of the believers.
With regards to benefits of the aayah, fill in the missing words:

This aayah shows:

6) That it is Islaamically legislated to have tawakkul (reliance) upon Allaah and that it is from the attributes of the believers.

7) That eemaan increases and decreases. So it increases through obedience and it decreases through disobedience.

8) That eemaan in Allaah necessitates tawakkul (reliance) upon Him alone.

9) That from the attributes of the believers are reverence and humility to Allaah the Most High.
Chapter 33 Box 3/4
And His statement:

O Prophet! Sufficient for you is Allaah and whoever follows you from the believers.

And His Statement:

And whoever makes tawakkul upon Allaah, then He will suffice him.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:
1) sufficient for you is Allaah and whoever follows you – Allaah alone will suffice you and will suffice your followers
With regards to the general meaning of these aayaat:
2) What does Allaah inform His Prophet of in these aayaat?

Allaah informs His Prophet and his nation that He alone will suffice them so they are in no need of anyone along with Him. For this reason, their tawakkul and their hoping should be in Him alone.
3) What is the recompense for relying upon Allaah alone?

It is that Allaah will suffice the person who relies upon Him alone.
4) What is the relevance of these aayaat to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

It is that they prove the obligation to make tawakkul (reliance) upon Allaah because He is the One who will suffice the person who relies upon Him.

These aayaat show:

5) The obligation to make tawakkul upon Allaah, because it is from the greatest forms of worship.

6) An explanation of the virtue of tawakkul upon Allaah and of its benefit. And that it is from the greatest means of obtaining benefit and repelling harm.

7) That the recompense is in accordance with the action.

Chapter 33 Box 4/4
And from ibn ‘Abbaas radi Allaahu ‘anhumaa who said:

“Sufficient is Allaah for us – and what an excellent wakeel (He is).”

Ibraaheem -  ‘alaiyhissalaam -  said this when he was thrown into the fire.

And Muhammad sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said this when they said to him:

Indeed the people have gathered against you so fear them! But it (only) increased them in eemaan and they said: Sufficient is Allaah for us – and what an excellent wakeel (He is).

Reported by al Bukhaaree and an Nasaa-ee.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:
1) Sufficient is Allaah for us – meaning: He suffices us so we will not make tawakkul upon other than Him
2) what an excellent wakeel – (what a fine disposer of affairs) – meaning: the One who is entrusted with the affairs of His servants.
With regards to the general meaning of this narration:
3) Who were the two khaleels of Allaah?
The two especially beloved friends of Allaah were Ibraaheem and Muhammad ‘alaiyhimus salaatu was salaam.
4) What were the circumstances in which Ibraaheem ‘alaiyhissalaam made the great statement mentioned here?

He called his people to the worship of Allaah but they refused. So he smashed their idols. They then wished to take revenge for their idols so they collected firewood, lit a fire for him and threw him into the middle of it, using a catapult.

So Ibraaheem made this great statement::

“Sufficient is Allaah for us – and what an excellent wakeel (He is).”
So Allaah said to the Fire:

Be cool and safe upon Ibraaheem!

5) What were the circumstances in which Muhammad sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam  made the great statement mentioned here?

The Quraysh had sent a message to Muhammad sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam threatening him that they had gathered an army against him and against his companions in order to annihilate them.

So he sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said this tremendous statement.

And Allaah tells us:

So they returned with blessing and bounty from Allaah; no harm touched them.

With regards to the relevance of this narration to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed:

6) How does Shaykh al Fawzaan hafidhahullaah described this statement made by the two khaleels of Allaah?

It is a statement of tafweed (entrusting one’s affairs to) and depending upon Allaah.
7) When does the Muslim utter this statement?

This is stated at times of distress and calamities.

This narration shows:

8) The virtue of this statement and that it should be said in times of calamities and distress.

9) That tawakkul (reliance) is from the greatest means of obtaining goodness and repelling evil, both in this worldly life and the next.
