Whoever fully implements tawheed will enter Paradise without reckoning
Chap 3 Box 1/2
And His Statement, the Most High:

Indeed Ibraaheem was an ummah, qaanit to Allaah, haneef and he was not one of the people of shirk.

And He said:

And those who do not commit shirk with their Lord.

With regards to the relevance of this chapter to Kitaab ut Tawheed:

1) What is the connection of this chapter to the first two chapters of this book?

The first two chapters mentioned tawheed and its virtue, so now the imaam will go on to discuss how to implement and actualise tawheed. This is because the entire virtue of tawheed cannot be attained without tawheed being implemented in its entirety.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:

2) fully implements – purifies and cleanses it from the stains of shirk and innovations and acts of disobedience. 

3) ummah (nation) – i.e. an example to be followed, and an imaam, a teacher of good.

4) qaanit (one who is obedient) – the noun al qunoot means ‘remaining constant upon obedience’.

5) haneef  - the haneef is the one who draws close to Allaah, turning away from everything besides Him.
6) he was not from the people of shirk – i.e. he separated himself from the people of shirk with his heart, his tongue and his body, and he rejected that which they were upon.
7) and those who do not commit shirk with their Lord – they do not worship anything other than Him along with Him.
With regards to the general meaning of the first aayah:

8) What are the four characteristics of Ibraaheem alaiyhissalaam with which Allaah describes him in this aayah?

a) that he was a qudwah (example to be followed) in goodness
b) that he was someone who had fear and reverence of Allaah, being obedient to Him, and remaining constant upon that.

c) that he was someone who turned away from shirk, drawing close to Allaah instead.

d) that he distanced himself from shirk and separated himself from the people of shirk.

9) What two characteristics which Ibraaheem alaiyhissalaam had enabled him to reach the position of being an imaam in the religion?

a) sabr  (patience)

b) yaqeen (certainty)

10) What is the relevance of the first aayah to this chapter of Kitaab ut Tawheed?
Allaah describes Ibraaheem alaiyhissalaam with the four characteristics mentioned in questions 8) above, and these characteristics represent the utmost level in fully implementing tawheed.

And Allaah commands us to take him therefore as a role model.

11) What is the relevance of the second aayah to this chapter of Kitaab ut Tawheed?
Allaah describes the people of eemaan as being the foremost in striving for Paradise due to certain characteristics
.

The greatest of these characteristics is the praise given to them for not committing any shirk with their Lord, whether it be the manifest shirk or the hidden shirk.

And whoever is like them has attained the utmost level in fully implementing tawheed, thereby entering Paradise without reckoning and without punishment.

With regards to benefits of these two aayaat, fill in the missing words:

These two aayaat show:

12) The excellence of our father Ibraaheem alaiyhis salaatu wassalaam.
13) Taking him as a role model in these tremendous characteristics which he had.

14) An explanation of the characteristics by which the complete implementation of tawheed is attained.
15) The obligation of distancing oneself from shirk and the people of shirk, and freeing oneself from the people of shirk.

16) The description of the mu’minoon (people of eemaan) as being people who fully implement tawheed.

Chap 3 Box2/2

From Husayn ibn ‘Abdir Rahmaan who said:

I was with Sa’eed ibn Jubayr who said: Which of you saw the shooting star last night?

So I said: I did. 

Then I said: As for me, I was not in prayer – but I was stung.

He said: So what did you do?

I said: I sought someone to perform ruqyaa on me. 

He said: What made you do that?

I said: A hadeeth which ash Sha’bee narrated to us.

He said: What did he narrate to you?

I said: He narrated to us, from Buraydah ibn al Husayn that he said:

There is no ruqyaa except against the Evil Eye or the venomous sting.

He said: The person who restricts himself  to what he hears – this person has done well. But ibn ‘Abbaas narrated to us from the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam that he said:

The nations were shown to me and I saw the Prophet with whom there was a raht (small group of less than ten people).

And there was a Prophet with whom there was one or two men.

And a Prophet with whom there was no one.

Then a large number of people appeared to me so I thought that they were my ummah (nation).

Then it was said to me: This is Moosaa and his people.

So I looked, there was (another) large group of people, and it was said to me: This is your ummah, and with them are seventy thousand people, who will enter Paradise without Hisaab (reckoning) nor ‘Adhaab (punishment).

Then he got up and he entered his house, so the people began discussing the topic of these (seventy thousand people).

Some of the people said: Maybe they are those who accompanied the Messenger of Allaah sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam.

Some of the people said: Maybe they are those who were born in Islam and never committed any shirk with Allaah.

And they mentioned other things.

So the Messenger of Allaah sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam came out and they mentioned to him their different opinions about these seventy thousand people. He said:

They are those who do not seek ruqyaa nor do they ask others to cauterise them with fire, nor do they see bad omens in the birds or similar things, and they make tawakkul on Allaah.

So ‘Ukkaashah ibn Mihsan stood up and said:

Make supplication to Allaah that He make me one of them!

He said:

You are one of them.

Then another man stood up and said:

Make supplication to Allaah that He make me one of them!

So he said:

‘Ukkaashah has preceded you in this.
With regards to the people mentioned in this hadeeth, then who is:
1) Husayn – he is Husayn ibn ‘Abdir Rahmaan as Sulamee al Haarithee from the Atba’ Taabi’een, who died in the year 136 AH at the age of 93.

2) Sa’eed ibn Jubayr – he is the imaam, the scholar of fiqh, from the greatest of the companions of ibn ‘Abbaas, and who was killed by al Hajjaaj in the year 95AH having not attained 50 years of age.

3) ash Sha’bee – his name was ‘Aamir ibn Sharaaheel al Hamadaanee and he was born in the caliphate of ‘Umar ibn al Khattaab. He was from the most trustworthy of the Taabi’een and died in the year 103 AH.

4) Buraydah – he was ibn al Husayb ibn al Haarith al Aslamee – the well known Companion who died in the year 63 AH.

5) ibn ‘Abbaas – the honourable Companion, ‘Abdullaah ibn ‘Abbaas ibn ‘Abdil Muttalib – the son of the paternal uncle of the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam, for whom the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam supplicated:

O Allaah, grant him understanding of the religion and teach him the correct interpretation.

And this is how it came to pass. He died in the year 68 AH.

6) ‘Ukkaashah – He is ‘Ukkaashah ibn Mihsan ibn Hurthaan al Asadee. He was from the first people to accept Islaam, he was of those who migrated to Madeenah, and he also fought in the Battle of Badr. He was killed in the Battle of ar Riddah (apostasy) whilst fighting alongside Khaalid ibn al Waleed in the year 12AH. 

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:

7) ruqyaa – recitation of the Qur’aan and Islaamically legislated supplications upon a person who is afflicted by an illness or something similar.

8) what made you do that? – what is your proof for the permissibility of that?

9) restricts himself to what he hears – i.e. he takes hold of that knowledge which reaches him, in contrast to the one who acts based upon ignorance or who does not act on that which he knows.

10) raht – a group of less than 10 people.

11) with whom there was no one – i.e. not one person from his nation followed him.

12) so I thought that they were my ummah – i.e. due to their large number and also because the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam was not able to see individual people from that group of people due to his being far away from them.

13) Moosaa – Moosaa ibn ‘Imraan alaiyhissalaam the Kaleem ur Rahmaan (the one to whom Ar Rahmaan spoke directly)

14) and his (Moosaa’s) people – i.e. those from amongst Banoo Israaeel who followed Moosaa’s religion

15) who will enter Paradise without Hisaab (reckoning) nor ‘Adhaab (punishment) – i.e. they will not be taken to account nor punished before entering Paradise – due to their implementation of tawheed.

16) those who do not seek ruqyaa – they do not ask others to make ruqyaa on them, seeking by doing this to be in no need of the people.

17) they make tawakkul on Allaah – they rely on Him in all their affairs and not on other than Him, entrusting all their affairs to Him.

18) Ukkaashah has preceded you in this – i.e. in obtaining these characteristics
 or he has preceded you in making the request.

With regards to the general meaning of the hadeeth:
19) Why did Husayn mention that he was not in prayer when he saw the shooting star?

He did this so that the people who were listening to him would not be decieved into thinking that Husayn was doing an act of worship which he was not in fact doing – and this was the custom of the salaf , in their eagerness to achieve ikhlaas (sincerity in doing acts of worship for Allaah alone).

20) Why did Husayn mention the hadeeth about ruqyah?

He did this to show that his seeking ruqyah for the sting was something permissible.

21) Why did Sa’eed then mention the hadeeth of ibn ‘Abbaas about the seventy thousand?

He did this not to show that seeking ruqyah is something forbidden, for ruqyah for the insect sting is something permissible.

Rather he mentioned the hadeeth of ibn ‘Abbaas to show that not seeking ruqyah and instead making reliance upon Allaah is something better.

22) What is the relevance of this hadeeth to this chapter of Kitaab ut Tawheed?

It explains something from the meaning of implementing tawheed and that the reward for doing that is with Allaah (see the answer to question 15)

With regards to benefits of this hadeeth , fill in the missing words:

This hadeeth shows:

23) The eagerness of the salaf in trying to attain ikhlaas (sincerity in doing acts of worship for Allaah alone) and how strongly they tried to distance themselves from riyaa (doing acts of worship for show).

24) The seeking of proof for the correctness of a position and the care and attention that the salaf paid to having daleel (evidence).

25) The ibaahah (permissibility) of ruqyah.

26) The guiding of someone who is acting upon something Islaamically permissible to something which is even better than that.

27) The excellence of the our Prophet Muhammad sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam in that the umam (nations) were shown to him.

28) That the Prophets differed in terms of the number of their followers.

29) That it is obligatory to follow the Truth even if its people are only few in number.

30) The excellence of Moosaa ‘alaiyhissalaam and his people.

31) The excellence of this nation – the nation of Muhammad sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam – and that they are the greatest of nations in terms of numbers of followers of their Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam.
32) The excellence of implementing tawheed and of its fruits.

33) The depth of knowledge that the salaf had – as shown by the fact they knew that those seventy thousand mentioned in the hadeeth could not have attained their position
 except through an action which they did.

34) The seeking of the supplication of a person of excellence whilst he is still alive.

35) One of the signs of the Prophethood of our Prophet in that he informed that ‘Ukkaashah would be one of those seventy thousand who enter Paradise without reckoning or punishment – and ‘Ukkaashah was martyred during the wars of apostasy radi Allaahu ‘anhu.

36) The useage of indirect speech and fineness of his sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam manners in that he did not say ‘You are not from them!’ to the other man.
