And from ibn Mas’ood radi Allaahu ‘anhu that the Messenger of Allaah sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said:

Whoever dies whilst calling upon a nidd (rival) along with Allaah will enter the Fire.

Reported by al Bukhaaree.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:

1) calling upon – du’aa (calling) here refers to making a request. So it is said – he made du’aa to him if he asked him for something or sought deliverance with him.

2) nidd – a nidd is something which resembles or is like the matter in question.

With regards to the general meaning of this hadeeth:
3) What condition does the shaykh mention must be fulfilled for the person who calls upon a rival along with Allaah to enter the Fire?

The shaykh explains that the person who calls upon a rival along with Allaah (meaning in actions of worship such as calling upon the rival and seeking deliverance with the rival) will enter the Fire – if the person persists upon this calling up until death comes to him and he has not repented from that.
4) What are the two categories of calling upon a rival along with Allaah?

The categories are:

a) where the person makes a partner with Allaah in some or all types of ‘ibaadah (worship) – so this is shirk akbar (the greater shirk) which condemns the person who falls into it to eternity in the Fire.

b) where the person falls into shirk asghar (the lesser shirk)  - such as when he says maa shaa Allaahu wa shi’ta (it is Allaah wills and you will) and wa law laa Allaahu wa anta (if it were not for Allaah and you) and other examples where the name of Allaah is linked to something else with a waw (‘and’). 

Also included in this is when a person falls into a small amount of riyaa’ (doing acts of worship for show).

This does not lead to eternity in the Fire, although the person guilty of it may enter the Fire for a time.

5) What is the relevance of this hadeeth to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?
This chapter instils fear of shirk into the one who reads this chapter and clarifies the end destination of the mushrik and where he will go on the Day of Judgement.

With regards to benefits of the hadeeth, fill in the missing words:

This hadeeth:

6) instils fear of shirk into the reader of this chapter and encourages him to repent before death comes to him.

7) that everyone who calls upon a prophet or walee of Allaah, living or dead, or upon a stone or a tree – this person has made a rival with Allaah.

8) that shirk will not be forgiven, unless it is repented from.

Chap 4 Box 4/4
And Muslim reports from Jaabir radi Allaahu ‘anhu that the Messenger sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said:

Whoever meets Allaah without having associated anything as a partner with Him will enter Paradise.

And whoever meets Him having associated something as a partner with Him will enter the Fire.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:

1) Jaabir – he is Jaabir ibn ‘Abdillaah ibn ‘Amr ibn Haraam al Ansaaree as Sulamee the noble Companion, the narrator of many ahaadeeth, who was the son of a Companion and who died in Madeenah after the year 70AH at the age of 94.

2) whoever meets Allaah -  whoever dies.

3) without associating anything as a partner with Him – he did not take any partner along with Him in the aspects of uloohiyyah (the right of Allaah alone to be worshipped) nor ruboobeeyyah (the Lordship of Allaah)

With regards to the general meaning of this hadeeth:

4) What is the final destination of the person who dies as a major sinner but upon Tawheed?

This person will enter Paradise for certain; however he will be under the mashiyyah (wish and will) of Allaah so if He wishes He will forgive him and enter him into Paradise straight away and if He wishes He will punish him in the Fire before taking him out and entering him into Paradise.

5) What is the final destination of the person who dies upon shirk akbar?
He will remain forever in the Fire, without having attained Allaah’s mercy and without entering into Paradise.

6) What is the final destination of the person who dies upon shirk asghar?
If he does not have good deeds sufficient to outweigh the sin of the shirk he has committed, then he will enter the Fire but he will not remain there forever.
7) What is the relevance of this hadeeth to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

It stresses the severity of the prohibition of shirk, which is such that it necessitates having the greatest fear of it.

With regards to benefits of the hadeeth, fill in the missing words:

This hadeeth shows:

8) The obligation to have fear of shirk, because being saved from the Fire is conditional upon being completely free of shirk.

9) That what it is important is not to have many good deeds - rather what is important is to be completely free of shirk.

10) An explanation of the meaning of laa ilaaha ill Allaah and that it is leaving off shirk and it is to single Allaah out in matters of worship.

11) How close Paradise and the Fire are to the servant, and that there is nothing between them and him except death.

12) The excellence of the person who is free from shirk.
