Chapter 5
The du’aa (call) to the testimony that laa ilaaha ill Allaah
 Chap 5 Box 1/3

And His Statement – the Most High:

Say: this is my path, I call to Allaah upon baseerah (certain knowledge) – I and those who follow me.

And subhaan Allaah – and I am not from those who commit shirk.

With regards to the relevance of this chapter to Kitaab ut Tawheed:

1) What is obligatory upon the person who knows about the virtue of tawheed and has fear of falling into shirk?

It is obligatory upon him to call to Allaah the Most High with hikmah (wisdom) and maw’idhah hasanah (fine preaching) – just as was the path of the Messengers and those who followed them.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:

2) du’aa  - i.e. calling the people

3) say – this is addressed to the Messenger sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam

4) this -  i.e. the call to which I invite you and the path which I am upon

5) my path – my path and my call

6) I call to Allaah – to the Tawheed of Allaah and not to a portion of this worldly life nor to a position of leadership nor to hizbiyyah (partisanship)

7) upon baseerah – upon knowledge of that and evidences, both the intellectual evidences and the evidences from the sharee’ah, and certain knowledge stemming from knowledge by which the Truth can be distinguished from falsehood

8) and those who follow me – i.e. believes in me and attests to my truthfulness.

9) and subhaan Allaah – I declare Him free and far removed from - and I declare Him exalted above  - having any partner in His Dominion or there being any deity deserving of worship other than Him.

With regards to the general meaning of this aayah:
10) Upon what three praiseworthy characteristics is the call to Allaah based?

It is based upon ‘ilm (knowledge), yaqeen (certainty) and burhaan (evidence).

11) What is the attitude of the caller to Allaah towards those who commit shirk?

He or she frees themselves from the people who commit shirk with Allaah, even if they are from those who are closest to them.

 
12) What is the relevance of this aayah to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

This chapter makes mention of the path of the Messenger sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam and his followers which was:

Calling to the testimony that laa ilaaha ill Allaah upon knowledge of what they are calling to.

So this chapter tells us of the obligation of calling to this testimony, which is of course the topic of this chapter (‘The call to the testimony that laa ilaaha ill Allaah’)
With regards to benefits of the aayah, fill in the missing words:

This aayah:

13) That calling to the testimony that there is none truly worthy of worship except Allaah was the path of the Messenger and his followers.

14) That it is obligatory for the caller to have knowledge of what he is calling to and of what he is forbidding from.
15) Draws our attention to the fact that the call to Allaah must be based on ikhlaas (sincerity).

So the caller to Allaah seeks nothing other than the Face of Allaah, and does not seek  (by his calling to Allaah) to obtain wealth or a position of leadership or praise from the people.

Nor does he seek to call to a hizb (party) nor a madhab.

16) The beautiful nature of tawheed since it is to declare Allaah the Most High free from all deficiencies.

17) The ugly nature of shirk since it is a reviling and abuse of Allaah the Most High.

18) The obligation for the Muslim to distance himself from the people of shirk, so that he does not go along with them in any single matter
 - and it is not sufficient for the Muslim that he himself does not commit shirk.

� Shaykh al Ghudayaan added: ‘except if a person intends to call them to Tawheed’


� Meaning that it is not sufficient for the Muslim to go along with the people of shirk, thinking that this is something acceptable so long as he himself does not fall into shirk.
