So when the morning came upon them they went to the Messenger of Allaah sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam, each of them hoping that he would be given it.

So he said:

Where is ‘Alee ibn Abee Taalib?

It was said:

He is suffering from an eye problem.

So they sent for him, and he was brought. So he sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam spat some saliva into his eye
 and made supplication for him, and he recovered such that it was as if he had never had any ailment.

So he gave him the flag and said:

Proceed steadily until you reach their territory, then call them to Islaam. And inform them that of which is obligatory upon them from the rights of Allaah the Most High.

For, by Allaah, that Allaah guides a single man through you is better for you than red camels.
