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And His – the Most High – statement:

Say: Have you seen that those things which you call upon besides Allaah – that if Allaah intended some harm for me, would they be able to remove His Harm? Or if He intended mercy for me, would they be able to withhold His Mercy?

Say: Sufficient for me is Allaah; the mutawakkiloon (those who place their trust) put their trust in Him.

With regards to the relevance of this chapter to Kitaab ut Tawheed:

1) What matter that opposes tawheed is mentioned in this chapter?

This chapter mentions something from those matters which oppose tawheed, namely the seeking from other than Allaah of the removal of a harm or the repelling of it.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of:
2) is a form of shirk – wearing the halqa or similar things to it is a form of shirk akbar (greater shirk) if the person truly believes that these matters in and of themselves can bring about harm or benefit – and it is a form of shirk asghar (lesser shirk) if the person believes that these matters are a means to bringing about harm or benefit.

3) halqa - any circular object
4) and similar things - everything which is worn for this purpose 
5) those things which you call upon - you seek of it that it brings about good or that it repels a harm
6) some harm - illness or poverty or trial or calamity
7) sufficient for me is Allaah - Allaah is sufficient for me and for whoever relies upon Him
With regards to the general meaning of this aayah:
8) What question does Allaah tell His Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam to ask?

He tells his Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam to ask the mushrikoon whether the idols which they worship are able to bring about benefit or harm.

9) What is the inevitable answer to this question and what therefore is the logical consequence of this?

The inevitable answer which they mushrikoon had to acknowledge was that these idols were incapable of doing this – and therefore worshipping of the idols besides Allaah is false and futile.

10) What is the relevance of this aayah to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

It contains a proof for the futility and falsity of shirk, and that wearing a bracelet or piece of string  - an act which can neither remove a harm nor prevent it - is an act of shirk.

With regards to benefits of the aayah, fill in the missing words or phrases:

This aayah shows:

11) The falseness and futility of shirk because everything which is worshipped besides Allaah does not have the ability to bring about harm nor benefit to its worshippers.

12) A warning against wearing rings or twine or other than that for the purpose of bringing about benefit or repelling harm, since this is shirk of the same type as is done when seeking things from the idols.

13) That it is Islaamically legislated to debate with the mushrikoon in order to nullify their shirk.

From ‘Imraan ibn Husayn: that the Messenger of Allaah sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam saw a man upon whose arm was a brass bracelet.

So he sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said: What is this?

He said: (It is for protection) from al waahinah.

So he sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam said: Cast it off, for it will not increase you in anything except al wahn. For if you were to die with it upon you, you would never be successful.
Recorded by Imaam Ahmad, with a chain of narration that is acceptable.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of the following words used in this hadeeth:
1) ‘Imraan ibn Husayn – ‘Imraan ibn Husayn ibn ‘Ubayd al Khuzaa’ee; he was a Companion, whose father was also a Companion. He accepted Islaam in the year of Khaybar and died in Basrah in 52AH.
2) What is this? – This question was asked by the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam in order to rebuke the person.
3) waahinah – a type of illness which affects the hand
4) wahn - weakness
5) success – this is triumph, victory and happiness.
With regards to the general meaning of this hadeeth:
6) Why did the man wear the bracelet?

He wore it thinking that it would protect him from pain.

7) What consequences did the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam tell the man would result from wearing such a bracelet for that purpose?

It would harm him, not benefit him and it would surely increase the illness from which protection was being sought in the first place by wearing the bracelet.

And, even more serious than these consequences would be that a person who persisted upon wearing the bracelet for this purpose until he died would have success in the Hereafter made forbidden for him.

8) What is the relevance of this hadeeth to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

This hadeeth shows that wearing a bracelet or something else seeking protection from illnesses through it constitutes an act of shirk.

With regards to benefits of the hadeeth, fill in the missing words or phrases:

This hadeeth shows:

9) That wearing a bracelet or something else seeking protection through it from illnesses constitutes an act of shirk.

10) The prohibition of seeking to cure oneself using something haraam (forbidden),

11) Forbidding a munkar (evil) and teaching the jaahil (ignorant person).

12) The harmful effects of shirk both in this world and in the hereafter.

13) That shirk asghar (the lesser shirk) is the greatest of the major sins.

14) Using sternness in rebuking the person who falls into something from shirk, in order to drive the person away from it.

And from him from ‘Uqbah ibn ‘Aamir in a marfoo’ form:

Whoever wears a tameemah, then may Allaah not grant him completion of his affairs, and whoever wears a wad’ah, then may Allaah not grant him calmness and serenity.

And in one narration:

Whoever wears a tameemah, then he has indeed committed shirk.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of the following words used in these two ahaadeeth:
1) ‘Uqbah ibn ‘Aamir – he is ‘Uqbah ibn ‘Aamir al Juhaniyy, the well known Companion who was the Governor of Egypt on behalf of Mu’aawiyyah for a period of three years, and he died at around the age of sixty years. 
2) And from him – i.e. reported by Imaam Ahmad ibn Hanbal.
3) wears a tameemah – whoever wears a tameemah (amulet) or puts it on someone else truly believing in it. And a tameemah is an amulet which the Arabs used to place on their children to protect them from al ‘ayn (the evil eye).
4) wad’ah – this is something which comes from the sea, resembling a sea shell, by which they used to seek protection from the evil eye.
5) in one narration – i.e. Imaam Ahmad reported this in a separate hadeeth.
With regards to the general meaning of these ahaadeeth:
6) What was the intention behind the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam making these supplications mentioned in the first hadeeth?

The intent behind the Prophet sall Allaahu ‘alaiyhi wa sallam making these supplications against the person who wears a tameemah or a wad’ah was: as a warning against falling into the act of shirk that this person had fallen into.
7) What is the relevance of these ahaadeeth to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

These ahaadeeth show that it is haraam (forbidden) to wear tameemahs or wad’ahs, and that wearing them constitutes an act of shirk. This is because the person who wears them has in his heart reliance upon other than Allaah.

With regards to benefits of these ahaadeeth, fill in the missing words or phrases:

These ahaadeeth shows:

8) That wearing tameemahs and wad’ahs is an act of shirk.
9) Whoever depends on other than Allaah, then Allaah will deal with him in a way opposite to that which the person intended.

10) The supplication against the one who wears tameemahs and wad’ahs that he miss out on what he intended and that the opposite of what he intended actually occurs.

And ibn Abee Haatim
 reports from Hudhayfah
:

That he saw a person upon whose hand was a thread (for protection) against fever, so he cut it, and he recited His Statement:

And most of them do not have eemaan in Allaah except that they commit shirk.

With regards to the words to be explained, what is the meaning of the following words used in this narration:
1) Hudhayfah - Hudhayfah ibn al Yamaan al ‘Absee the Confederate of the Ansaar, from the earliest Companions to accept Islaam who died in the year 36 AH.
2) against fever – as a protection against fever, since he thought that wearing the thread would stop fever striking him.
3) he recited – he recited the aayah seeking to use it as a proof to refute what he had seen from the man.
With regards to the general meaning of this narration:
4) What two characteristics of the mushrikoon were shown by the aayah that Hudhayfah quoted?

The mushrikoon affirmed Tawheed ur Ruboobeeyyah but made shirk in Tawheed ul Uloohiyyah.

5)  What is the relevance of this narration to this chapter of kitaab ut tawheed?

This narration shows that wearing a thread for the purpose of repelling an illness is to be considered an act of shirk, and must therefore be refuted.

With regards to benefits of the narration, fill in the missing words or phrases:

This narration shows:

6) The rejection of wearing a thread to remove an evil or repel it – since this constitutes an act of shirk.
7) The obligatory nature of stopping an evil for the person who can stop that evil 
8) That it is Islaamically correct to use the revelation that relates to greater shirk as a proof against lesser shirk as well because that revelation also covers lesser shirk.

9) That the mushrikoon were people who affirmed tawheed ur ruboobeeyyah yet they remained as mushrikoon, rather than becoming Muslims, since they did not make all their worship sincerely for Allaah alone.
