And in (the Saheeh of) al Bukhaaree, from Qataadah:

I said to ibn al Musayyib:

A man who is affected by Tibb (sorcery) or who is hindered from having sexual intercourse with his wife – is he allowed to undo this or use nushrah?

So he said:

There is no harm in it, they only intend rectification by it. So as for that which brings about benefit, then this is not prohibited.
And it is reported from al Hasan that he said:

None can undo sorcery except the sorcerer.

And ibn ul Qayyim said:

An nushrah is the undoing of sorcery from the one affected by sorcery, and it is of two types:

The undoing of sorcery with the like of it and (this) is from the action of Shaytaan, and al Hasan’s words refers to this. So the person performing nushrah and the one to whom nushrah is done both seek to draw close to Shaytaan with that which he loves, so that his action (of sorcery) upon the person afflicted with sorcery is removed.

And the second (type) is nushrah with ruqyah and seeking refuge (with Allaah) and medicines and permissible supplications – and this is something permissible.
