1) The Shaykh mentions the correct approach for making tafseer of the Quraan. What are the sources that are used to make tafseer?

The tafseer of the Quraan is not done except using:

a) that which comes in the Quraan itself

b) or that which comes in the Sunnah of the Messenger of Allaah (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam)

c) or that which the Companions stated

d) or that which the Taabioon stated

e) or that which the Arabic language (in which the Quraan was revealed) necessitates

2) What is the ‘chain of transmission’ that the Quraan has gone through in order for us to have it with us nowadays?
The Quraan is the Speech of Allaah, Allaah spoke with it in reality.

Jibreel heard it from Allaah, and conveyed it to the Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam).

The Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) conveyed it to his Ummah.

One generation of his Ummah then passed it onto the next,

3) Who is ar rooh ul ameen that Imaam At Tahaawee refers to? Why has this name been given?

Ar rooh ul ameen – the trustworthy spirit-  is Jibreel (alaiyhisalaam) and he is called this because he was one who was trusted and given a duty by Allaah.

He did not change or alter that with which he was entrusted.

4) What do the Jews say about the angel Jibreel (alaiyhisalaam)? And what do the extreme Shia say about him?

The Jews accuse him (alaiyhisalaam) of treachery and say that he is their enemy.

See Soorah al Baqarah (2) aayaat 97 to 98.

The extreme Shia say that the Messengership was actually for Ali (radi Allaahu anhu) but that Jibreel behaved treacherously and passed it onto Muhammad (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) instead.

5) What is the ruling upon the person who has enmity towards Jibreel (alaiyhisalaam)?

Then Allaah is an enemy to this person.

See Soorah al Baqarah (2) aayah 98.

6) What does the shaykh say about the person who has enmity towards a wali of Allaah?

Then this person is challenging Allaah to war.

From Abu Hurairah (radi Allaahu anhu) who said: The Messenger of Allaah (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) said:

Allaah the most High said:

Whoever has enmity towards a beloved servant of mine (a wali) then I have declared war upon him.

And My servant does not draw closer to me with anything more beloved to me than with that which I have made obligatory upon him….. (up to the end of the hadeeth).

Hadeeth reported by Imaam Bukhaari (6502)

7) Who or what is being referred to in the aayah that the shaykh mentions?

The shadeed ul quwaa taught him.

(surah an Najm (53) aayah 5)

The shadeed ul quwaa (mighty in strength) refers to Jibreel.

The him refers to the Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam).

8) What is the proof that Allaah has protected the Quraan from having anything added or removed from it?

Among the proofs is the aayah from soorah al hijr.

Indeed it is We who have sent down the Reminder (ie the Quraan) and We will surely guard it.

Soorah al Hijr (15) aayah 9

9) What do the jahmiyyah say about the Quraan? What is the ruling upon this statement of theirs?

They say (incorrectly) that the Quraan is Created.

This is kufr (disbelief), and a rejection of the Speech of Allaah.

10) Why does the shaykh make the point that being mute (unable to speak) is an attribute of deficiency and shortcoming?

The one who does not speak is deficient, and therefore not one deserving of being worshipped. For this reason, we do not say that the Quraan is created, since this is rejecting the Speech of Allaah – as mentioned in the previous answer.

Allaah, subhaanahu wa ta’aala says:

Do they not see that it does not speak to them nor can it guide them to the way?

Soorah Al A’raaf (7) aayah 148

See also Soorah Taahaa (20) aayah 89.

11) Why does Imaam At Tahaawee make the point about the jamaa’ah of the Muslims immediately after the point about the Quraan not being created?

The jamaa’ah of the Muslims affirm that the Quraan is not created, it originated from Him and to Him it will return.

This is but one example of a matter of aqeedah which the jamaa’ah of the Muslims are agreed upon, and the Imaam then takes the opportunity to remind us that we are in fact obliged to affirm everything which the Jamaa’ah of the Muslims affirms or negates.

12) Did Jibreel take the Quraan from al Lawh ul Mahfooz?

No, rather Jibreel (alaiyhisalaam) heard the Quraan directly from Allaah.

The statement that Jibreel took it from al Lawh ul Mahfooz is an statement of misguidance.

13) Will the Quraan ever be taken away from us?

Yes. Towards the end of time, the Quraan will be raised to Allaah, and this is one of the signs of the Hour.
