
ANSWERS FOR THE DARS 2ND MAY 2005 

1)What is the ruling upon the person who rejects the Book and the Sunnah, preferring his own intellect instead? 
This person is a disbeliever (kaafir). 

2) Why is this ruling applied to this person? 
Because eemaan in the Book and eemaan in the Sunnah are two of the pillars from the pillars of eemaan. 

3) The shaykh (hafidhahullaah) gives a summary of what the Muslim’s approach is to the issue of qadr and qadaa. What are the do’s and don’ts that he recommends? 
a) have eemaan in qadr and the levels of qadr 
b) have eemaan in the detailed explanation of the four levels of qadr, those details which have come in the Book and the Sunnah 
c) avoid entering into debates and arguments 
d) do righteous actions 
e) put into place the appropriate asbaab (means to achieving that which you wish to happen) 

4) With regard to the phrase quoted by Imaam At Tahawee (rahimahullaah) ‘ar raasikhoona fil ‘ilm’, what are the characteristics of these people? 
They are firmly established upon knowledge, without having doubts or ignorance. 
They have true eemaan in qadr and qadaa, and they do the righteous actions. 
They leave evil actions. 
They do not meddle into any secret from the secrets which Allaah has. 
They do not debate about qadr nor do they turn away from it. 

5) Al – ‘ilm (knowledge) can be divided into two categories. What are these two categories? 
a) that which Allaah has kept hidden with Himself, and it is the knowledge of the ghayb (unseen) 
b) that which present amongst the Creation, which Allaah has taught them, and in which there is benefit for the Creation. 

6) In the ayah quoted by the shaykh (surah al Baqarah ayah 129), what does the word hikmah refer to? 
Some scholars, such as Qataadah (rahimahullaah) have said that it refers to the Sunnah. 
Other scholars, such as Imaam Maalik (rahimahullaah) said it refers to understanding of the religion of Allaah. 

7) The shaykh mentions that rejecting al – ‘ilm ush sharee’ is disbelief. What types of information does this al – ‘ilm ush sharee’ refer to? 
Shaykh Al Fawzaan says that it refers to matters such as those matters which Allaah has ordered with and those matters which He has forbidden us from – together with the reports of matters from the past and the future. 

8) What is the proof that no one, not even the Messenger of Allaah (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) has knowledge of the unseen? 
Among the proofs is surah al a’raaf 7 ayah 188. 

9) What did Allaah tell the Pen to write?
That which will occur up until the Day of Judgement. 

10) Where can we find out about the kayfiyyah (exact nature) of the Pen and the Lawh ul Mahfooz? 
This knowledge is with Allaah alone, and no one apart from him knows it.
