And this (type of) tawheed is the meaning of your statement “laa ilaaha ill Allaah”.

For an ilaah  - according to the view of the Mushriks – was one who was called upon for the sake of these matters – regardless of whether he was an angel, or a prophet or a walee or a tree or a grave or a jinn.
