So when you have come to know all of this and you have come to know that the path to Allaah the Most High will inevitably have enemies lying in wait upon it - people of eloquence and knowledge and proofs - then it is obligatory for you to learn from the religion of Allaah that which will become a weapon for you with which you fight these shayaateen, those whose leader and spokesman said to your Lord – the Mighty and Majestic:

I will surely sit in wait for them on Your Straight Path.

Then I will come to them from in front of them and behind them, from their right and from their left; and You will not find most of them to be shaakireen (thankful to You by being dutiful to You).
