So if he says: ‘The kuffaar (disbelievers) sought from them- whereas I bear witness that Allaah is the One who brings benefit, and the One who brings harm and the One who controls all the affairs, and I do not seek anything from anyone other than Him. And the righteous people do not have any part in this matter.

However I turn to them and I hope from Allaah that they will intercede for me.’

Then the answer is:

‘That this is exactly the same as the statement of the kuffaar!’

And recite to him His (the Most High) Statement:

‘And those who take awliyaa besides Him (say):

We worship them only so that they may bring us close to Allaah!

And His (the Most High) statement:

And they say: these are our intercessors with Allaah!
’

And know that these three doubts are the greatest (arguments) that they have with them. So if you know that Allaah has explained them in His Book, and if you understand them well, then whatever (doubts they bring) after them will be easier than them.
