And say to him as well:

‘The mushrikoon about whom the Qur’aan was revealed – did they used to worship the angels, and the righteous beings and al Laat and other than them?’

Then he has to say: ‘Yes.’

So say to him:

‘And was their worship of them with anything other than du’aa and sacrifice and iltijaa and the like of that? Since they affirmed that they were all His slaves and under His qahr (Supremacy over having any rivals) and that it was Allaah who has full control over all the affairs. 

But they (the mushriks) called upon them and had recourse to them due to their status with Allaah and for seeking intercession.

And this is very clear.
