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Q.324:  What is the ruling on the (Friday) sermon in other than the Arabic language? 
Answer: That which is authentic in this matter is that it is not permissible for the speaker of Friday to give a sermon in a language which those who are present, other than him, do not understand. So, if those people, for example, were not Arabs and they do not know the Arabic language, then he is to give a sermon in their language because this is the means of explanation for them.
And the intent from the sermon is the explanation of the divine ordinances of Allah, may He be glorified the Most High, for the slaves and their admonition and their guidance, except that it is imperative that the Quranic verses be in the Arabic language (and) then explained in the language of the people.

And that which shows that he should give a sermon in the tongue of the people and their language, is His saying the Most High:

‘And We did not send a Messenger except with the language of his people so that he may make (the message) clear for them.’ (Surah Ibraheem 14:4)
So, Allah the Most High made clear that the means of explanation is indeed but in the language which those who are being addressed, understand.
