1) Do the non Muslims (kuffaar) affirm or reject tawheed ur RUBOOBEYAH? 

They affirm it.

2) What is the significance of the fact that the Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) fought against the mushriks despite that fact that they affirmed tawheed ur ruboobeyah?

It shows that affirming this category of tawheed alone is not enough to make you a Muslim.

3) What is the link made in the Quraan between tawheed ur ruboobeyah and tawheed ul uloohiyah? 

Tawheed ur ruboobeyah is a proof for tawheed ul uloohiyah – affirming the former automatically leads to affirming the latter.

4) What was the response of the mushriks when the Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) told them to say “Say that there is none truly worthy of worship except Allaah”?

a) “Has he made all the objects of worship into one object of worship (ilaahan waahidan)?? Indeed this is a strange thing!” (Surah Saad (38) ayah 5)
b) their hearts are filled with disgust (see surah zumar (39) ayah 45)

c) their hearts are filled with pride, asking ‘Are we to leave our objects of worship for the sake of a mad poet??” (surah saaffaat (37) ayah 36 and 37)

5) Why was this their response? 

Because they did not want to affirm tawheed ul uloohiyah; instead they wanted to continue worshipping many different gods, each person worshipping whatever they wanted.

6) Which type of tawheed do all the Islamic sects (apart from the saved sect) concentrate on?

 They concentrate on Tawheed ur Ruboobeyah.

7) What is the criterion, according to these misguided sects, for deciding whether a person is a Muslim or not? 

Their criterion is: does that person affirm tawheed ur ruboobeyah? If yes, then he is a Muslim.
8) What is the correct criterion? 

The correct criterion is: does that person affirm and act upon tawheed ul uloohiyah – singling out Allaah in all aspects of worship?
9) The shaykh mentions a relevant ayah from surah an Nahl in this context; what is that ayah?

 Surah an Nahl (16) ayah 36 – “And indeed We have sent among every ummah a Messenger (proclaiming) ‘Worship Allaah (alone) and avoid all the taaghoot (false deities)!”
10) So every messenger called to what? 

To tawheed ul uloohiyah – to single Allaah out in all aspects of worship and to forbid the people from shirk in this.
11) Is there anyone who denies tawheed ul asmaa wa sifaat (the tawheed of Allaah’s Names and Attributes)? 

The shaykh mentions certain people of innovation such as the Jahmiyyah, the Mu’tazilah and the Ashaa’irah who differ from each other in terms of what they deny from this type of tawheed.
