1) Who are the ‘four imaams’ whom Sh al Fawzaan (hafidhahullaah) mentions were upon the aqeedah of the Prophet (sal Allaahu alaiyhi wa sallam) and his Companions?
Imaams Abu Haneefah, Maalik, Shaafi’ee and Ahmad (rahimahumullaah).

2) Who are the scholars whom the shaykh mentions as examples of the scholars of hadeeth who refuted the distorted beliefs?

Ishaaq ibn Raahaway, Bukhaari, Muslim, ibn Khuzaymah and ibn Qutaybah (rahimahumullaah).

3) Which imaams does the shaykh mention who wrote books of aqeedah with the word ‘sunnah’ in the title?

Imaam ibn Abee ‘Aasim and Abdullaah ibn Ahmad ibn Hanbal, both of whom wrote books called ‘Kitaab us Sunnah’. Also ‘As Sunnah’ of Al Khalaal.

4) What was Imaam Tahaawee’s full name (including the kunyah)?

Abu Ja’far Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Salaamah Al Azdee At Tahaawee.

5) Approximately how many explanations of Aqeedat ut Tahaawiyah have been written?

Seven.

6) Whose explanation does Sh Al Fawzaan single out as being free from the mistakes that the other explanations contain?

Ibn Abil ‘Izz (rahimahullaah), who was a pupil of al Haafiz ibn Katheer (rahimahullaah).

7) Who was the oldest of ‘the four imaams’?

Imaam Abu Haneefah (rahimahullaah).

8) Who were Abu Yoosuf and Muhammad Ash Shaybaanee?

Companions of Imaam Abu Haneefah.

9) What is the significance of the fact that Imaam At Tahawee says that the aqeedah of Imaam Abu Haneefah and his companions was in accordance with the madhab of ahl us Sunnah wal Jamaa’ah?
This is a refutation of those people who ascribe themselves to Imaam Abu Haneefah (or any of the other imaams) whilst they follow these imaams in fiqh only – and not in aqeedah.

10) Why does sh Al Fawzaan mention Imaam Abul Hasan Al Ash’aree?

The Ash’arees follow the aqeedah which this Imaam was upon initially but they leave the madhab of ahl us Sunnah wal Jamaa’ah which the Imaam became established upon in the latter part of his life. Their ascribing themselves to this great Imaam is therefore an incorrect ascription.
